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1. A person shall not offer for exhibit any item not produced and/or prepared by 
him/her self.  In open competition livestock must be owned by the exhibitor prior 
to exhibition.  Youth livestock must meet ownership deadlines; cattle, owned or 
leased as of May 1st of the current year, and the animal must be at least 3 
months old.   

 
2. An exhibitor shall make only one entry per class (except in individual livestock 

classes, where 2 placings per class, per breed, per exhibitor are allowed for both 
youth and adult divisions).  In group and pair classes only one entry is allowed 
per exhibitor. 

 
3. New classes may be listed and judged, provided there are 3 or more exhibitors 

and the Fair obtains prior approval from the Division of Fairs 
 

4. Youth exhibits are for boys and girls 8 through 18 years of age as of 
January first of the current year.  

 
5. The committee, judge, or Fair management reserve the right to reject any and/or 

all exhibits they deem are not desirable, not properly entered, or are deemed 
inappropriate for a family fair.   

 
6. Places will be awarded on the basis of quality of exhibit, and the decision of the 

judge will be final. 
 

7. The Fair Association will not be responsible for loss or damage of exhibits or 
injury of animals or persons. 

 
8. Exhibitor Standards:  The fair is an educational activity:  Fairs should 

discretionally establish standards for dress, positive social behavior, good 
sportsmanship and cooperative behavior should be encouraged.  It is recognized 
that in classes of livestock, exhibitors have standards of dress that have been 
established by the industry; examples are slacks, skirts, and dresses.  NO shorts 
or bathing attire will be allowed.  NO sandals, clogs, sneakers, or bare feet will be 
allowed.   

 
9. It is recommended but not required that all animals admitted to the fairgrounds 

be vaccinated for rabies if there is an approved vaccine for that animal. 
 

10.   Everyone without a pass must pay at a gate. 
 

11.  Exhibitors who remove exhibits before the day and time specified by their          
departments will be prohibited from exhibiting the following year and any prize    
money will be forfeited. 

 
12. No alcohol allowed on the fairgrounds.  Anyone who is caught with alcohol 

will be removed from the grounds and will be banned  from participating in 
next years fair. 
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COMMONWEALTH OF MASSACHUSETTS  

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURAL RESOURCES/FAIRS 

In addition to complying with all laws and regulations governing animal health issues (M.G.L. C. 129 §§14D, 
14E, 44 and 330 CMR 4.03, 4.07, 16.03), all fairs must adopt and enforce the following rules for governance 
of the fair: 

2011 Fairs Animal Health Rules 

NO animal will be admitted to the fairgrounds unles s it meets the requirements below.  NO animal is 
to be unloaded or enter a barn or tie-out stall unt il the animal and its paperwork have been inspected  
and approved for entry.  

A.   General Rules for All Animals                                         

1.   All animals must be in proper physical conditi on, be properly identified and free of visual 
evidence of infectious, contagious or parasitic dis ease at time of arrival.  Specific diseases and 
conditions which will disqualify an animal for entr y are identified for each species in the following 
sections of the rules. Animals of any species with open or draining wounds will not be approved for 
entry.  

2.   Evidence of infectious, contagious or parasiti c disease or failure to produce the necessary 
documents for health certification, vaccination or testing will result in the animal's rejection for 
entry.  THE INSPECTOR'S DECISION IS FINAL.    

3.   REMINDER:  ALL  sheep and goats of any age or sex brought to show or exhibition from either 
out of state or within state must possess a USDA ap proved individual identification tag, tattoo, or 
electronic implant consistent with the requirements  of the Federal Scrapie Eradication Program and 
the Massachusetts Emergency Order 1-AHO-06.  Inform ation on approved tags, tattoos and 
electronic implants is available from the USDA APHI S office in Sutton , MA at 508-865-1421.  

4.   All livestock must have proper ID. For animals  identified by microchip, readers must be available  
to the Inspectors.  

5.   SEE INDIVIDUAL REQUIREMENTS FOR EACH SPECIES L ISTED BELOW. 

B.  Out of State Animals  

1.   All animals entering a Massachusetts fairground from out of state must be accompanied by a valid 
health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of 
infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. Documents of health certification must be 
written on relevant state or federal health forms only. These certificates must be available upon request to 
fair inspectors. 

2.   Health certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. These documents will be acceptable for the 
entire fair season in Massachusetts . TB and Brucellosis testing is not required for animals from TB-
Accredited and Brucellosis-Free States . Current brucellosis and TB status in the exhibitor’s state can be 
obtained from the state veterinarian’s office in each state.  If the exhibitor’s state is not TB-Accredited or 
Brucellosis-Free, then the exhibitor must call the Massachusetts Bureau of Animal Health for entry 
requirements (617-626-1795). 

             

C.  Poultry  

1.  No poultry will be admitted to a fairground until it has been individually inspected.  

2.   All poultry must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases:  infectious bronchitis, coryza, 
pullorum-typhoid, fowl-pox, external parasites and laryngotracheitis. 

3.  Each bird must be accompanied by written proof (ID card or test report) that the breeding flock was 
blood-tested negative for pullorum-typhoid within one year prior to entry date. 
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4.  Birds from quarantined states will not be permitted entry. 

5.  All birds over 16 weeks of age as of January 1, 2011 shall be individually leg banded with a state leg 
band. This includes out of state exhibitors. 

6.  No bird vaccinated for laryngotracheitis within thirty days of the fair will be admitted.  

D.  Cattle, Goats and Camelids (Llamas, Alpacas, et c.)  

1.  All animals entering a Massachusetts fairground from out of State or within the state must be 
accompanied by a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are 
clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. Cattle and Camelids 
must be identified by either ear tag, tattoo, registration or microchip. Note that all goats and kids 
presented, regardless of age, must be individually listed and identified on the health certificate. 
 These certificates must be available upon request to fair inspectors. Documents of health certification for 
out of state animals must be written on relevant state or federal health forms only.  In-state animals may be 
accompanied by a certificate of examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies 
the contact information for the veterinarian signing the certification. Certificates written   on plain paper are 
not acceptable. Health Certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. These documents will be 
accepted for the entire fair season in Massachusetts . 

2.  All of the above animals must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and conditions: foot rot, 
mange, pink-eye, ringworm, warts, cow-pox and open or draining wounds. 

3.  In addition, all Goats must also be free of sore mouth and scrapie exposure.  Based on the Federal 
Scrapie Eradication Program (FSEP), goats of any age or sex brought to show or exhibition from either out 
of state or within state must possess a USDA approved individual identification tag, tattoo, or electronic 
implant consistent with the requirements of the FSEP and the Massachusetts  Emergency Order 1-AHO-06.  
Information on approved tags, tattoos, and electronic implants is available from the USDA APHIS office in 
Sutton , MA at 508-865-1421. 

4.  Blue Tongue testing is required for Camelids originating from outside the Commonwealth.  Exception:  
Animals from a USDA declared " Low Incident State " are exempt.  Note: New England and New York are 
low incident states. 

5. While not required, it is strongly recommended that all cattle be currently vaccinated for rabies. 

G.  Equine  

1.  All equines entering a Massachusetts fairground must have a valid health certificate signed by an 
accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and 
exposure from such disease. Documents of health certification for out of state animals must be written on 
relevant state or federal health forms only.  In-state animals may be accompanied by a certificate of 
examination on a veterinarian’s letterhead stationery which clearly identifies the contact information for the 
veterinarian signing the certification. Certificates written on plain paper are not acceptable. These certificates 
must be available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates must be dated January 1, 2011 or later. 
These documents will be acceptable for the entire fair season. 

  2.  All equines must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases and conditions: mange, ringworm, 
soring, strangles, and open or draining wounds. 

  3.  All equines originating from within and outside of the Commonwealth must have a negative USDA-
approved EIA test (i.e., Coggins test or ELISA test) dated within twelve months of entry. 

* 4.  While not required, it is strongly recommended that all equines be vaccinated for rabies, tetanus and 
EEE within one year of the fair.

1. Each tractor must appear factory stock. (Except class D) 
2. Only one driver may drive tractor in the same contest.  Driver must be 16 years 

old or over to enter. 
3. Each tractor will be allowed three minutes (time starts when tractor is hitched) or 

three tries (a try consist of the bolt moving one inch or more). 
4. No implements, chains, cleats, tracks, etc. allowed 
5. Tractor must be weighed for each class including driver.  Tires may be loaded.  All 

weight added must be securely attached to wheels or frame.  All brackets to be 
attached in a safe manner not to interfere with driver or hitching.  No weight shall 
be on or in the way of the seat, clutch, or brakes.  If a weight or frame is lost while 
pulling, pull will be counted as a try, but not measured. 

6. Front weights must not exceed 18” forward of the front most position of the tractor 
including weights. (Except Class D which is 6 ½ feet from center of rear axle to 
the forward most point including weight.) 

7. Bolt must be hooked off a safe draw bar using a clevis or ring able to except a 3/8 
slip hook loosely not to exceed height of 9” for all classes.  Hitches will be 
measured to the pulling point on clevis where the hook sits. (for clevises and rings 
that drop down, hitch will be measured at the center o pining spot of ring or clevis. 

8. Tractor must have wheelie bar or bars able to support tractor in class it is entered 
and must not allow front axle to raise more than 14” or tractor will be disqualified. 

9. Open class of 1800 pounds and under must have an unmodified factory frame 
(frame only, not including rear axle) no longer than 6.5 feet from the center of rear 
axle to the farthest most point including weights. Tractor must not have more than 
four cylinders combined and must have 4 wheels.  4-wheel drive must be 
disengaged if present.  Must have wheelie bars able to support tractor and follow 
all other safety rules in Lawn & Garden. Pull officials will inspect tractors for safe 
operation.  Authorization to pull will be made my pull officials. 

10. Driver must stay in seat of tractor at all times (NO BOUNCING or rocking).  First 
offense is a warning, second is disqualification. 

11. No locked or locking rear axles or four wheel drives must be disconnected (except 
Class D) 

12. A full pull of 6’ to be done in one pull of a continuous movement.  If bolt stops for 
more than 3 seconds, it will be counted as a try. 

13. The bolt must be set back if it is pulled more than 12 inches.  The driver can 
request bolt pulled back at any time. 

14. All rear tires will remain on slab for the entire time.  If the point of the tire that 
touches the slab goes off edge o slab it will be counted as a try but not measured. 

15. Top three tractors are subject to reweigh.
